SB 2 and HB 222 Task Force on MBE Equity Investment Capital (Neutral)
Establishes a task force to study how to protect investors in MBE companies and still allow the MBE to retain control and draft legislation for 2011 session.  Senate: 4/2 – Returned passed; House: 4/2 – Returned passed
SB 99, HB 1174 and HB1261 Junk and Scrap Metal Dealers Required Records (For)
Requires junk and scrap dealers to record identifying information for anyone scrapping manhole covers, guardrails, water meters, signs, etc.    Senate: 4/7 – Passed enrolled;   House: 4/9 – Passed enrolled

SB 171 and HB 359 Service-Disabled Veterans Set Aside (Against)
Requires 0.5% of purchases be made to service-disabled firms, whether directly or indirectly. 

Senate: 4/9 – Passed enrolled;   House: 4/9 – Returned passed

SB 382 and HB 987 Marine Contractors Licensure (Against)
Requires Marine Contractors to have a special license in order to do work along the shoreline. 

Senate: 4/9 – Passed enrolled;   House: 4/5 – 3rd reading passed

SB 451 and HB 1100 Prevailing Wage Employee Lawsuits (For)
Allows a Court to order double or triple damages if underpayment was willful, allows prevailing party to be paid attorney fees, and fines fraudulent claims $1,000 as a civil penalty.

SB 551 and HB 836 School Construction Local Bid Preferences (Against)

Allows a local governing body to give preferences to local businesses for any work not subject to prevailing wage rates.  Senate: 4/10 – Returned passed   House: 4/8 – 2nd reading passed w/amendments 

SB 685 and HB 817 Personal Property Tax on Heavy Equipment (Against)
Allows a municipality to tax up to 2% of heavy equipment rentals and short term leases if your business is located in their county.  Senate: 4/9 – Passed enrolled   House: 4/8 – 3rd reading passed            

SB 775 and HB 903 Road Salt Reduction Management (Against)
Requires the State and municipalities to implement practices, record keeping, and training to reduce road salt by its workers and contractors.  Senate: 4/7 – Returned passed   House: 4/2 – Returned passed
SB 849 MBE List of Contracts (Neutral)
Requires to State to maintain a list of all contracts awarded to an MBE firm, including description of the contracts and amounts.  4/9 – Passed enrolled
SB 911 Miss and HB 1290 Utility Bill (For)
Changes the Miss Utility law in a number of ways, including: (1) Elimination of marking fees, (2) the inclusion of storm drains as an underground facility, (3) the formation of the Authority, (4) the inclusion of a Designer Ticket, (5) compliance to the 9 elements, (6) the standardization of the 18” tolerance zone throughout Maryland.  Senate: 4/10 – Returned passed  House: 3/9 – Hearing
HB 62 Payment of Nitrogen Removal Technology (For)
Allows payments to be made from the General Fund for the added cost to install nitrogen removal technology to septic systems if not available from the Bay fund.  4/1 – Returned passed

HB 209 MBE Reports for Capital Projects (Against)
Requires all Capital Projects to report to Governor’s Office of Minority Affairs the extent of MBE participation to be required on each job and then that office must report to the Senate Affairs Committee.

HB 372 Lead Free Plumbing Materials (Neutral)
Prohibits the sale of lead solder or flux for domestic water installation.  4/7 – Passed enrolled
HB 404 Order to Pay Wages (Against)
Allows the Commissioner to order employers to pay wages and interest to an employee immediately after a complaint is filed.  4/2 – Returned passed

HB 1155 Evaluation of Proposed Capital Projects (Against)
Establishes criteria to consider before allowing a capital project to proceed including necessity, State Transportation goals, consistency with local government plans, and review by the Smart Growth Subcabinet.  4/7 – Passed enrolled
